The ASA programme can draw on many years of experience in working with governmental and non-
governmental organisations. The participants make a professional contribution to a specific project that
meets the needs of the partner institution and provides the basis for a joint exchange and mutual
learning.

ASA NGO basic is aimed at non-governmental organisations (NGOs) and state development cooperation
institutions from a selected country in Africa, Asia, Latin America or South-Eastern Europe?.

Eligible to participate are students, people with a Bachelor’s degree or young professionals who have
completed vocational training between 21 and 30, and who mainly live in Germany.

The participants then return as change agents and multipliers, organise campaigns, give lectures, write
project-related Bachelor’s and Master’s theses and thus contribute their experiences and inspiring ideas
to teaching and research.

The project phase in a country in Africa, Asia, Latin America or South-Eastern Europe lasts three months
and takes place between June and December.

The participants will make a contribution to the project objectives, for example in the form of public
relations work, the organisation of workshops and campaigns or the development of a product. This will
give the participants an in-depth insight into global connections and development policy issues and
enable them to analyse different perspectives on global structures. The project activities can be carried
out in different languages, for example English, French or Spanish.

Promoting equitable rural development: Exploring jungle areas with indigenous communities,
Indonesia

Confronting climate change: Conserving natural resources by protecting mangrove forests, Honduras

Empowering and training young women: Promoting independence and leadership, Uganda.

Fixed amounts for living
expenses and meals amounting to 452.00 euros per month and for accommodation amounting to 360.00 euros per month. A total of 812.00 euros per
month. In some project countries, a country-specific supplement is also paid in accordance with the BAf6G Foreign Allowance Ordinance.
